Thank you for expressing an interest in team selection for the Northern Region at the
Senior Inter Regional Competition 2012.

All riders who wish to be considered for team selection must attend one of the 4 viewing days along with 2
other regional training days to be eligible for the:
Senior Inter Regional, The College EC, Keysoe Beds MK11

You must ensure your eligibility and availability for the competition date when you put yourself forward for
the selection day, and also attend the required selection days before the 5t April 2012.
Riders who have competed at the National Championships & Winter Championships
including Music classes are NOT eligible.
Riders who have competed at Area Festival Championships ARE eligible.

The region will be sending 5 teams to the competition.

Each team will comprise of four members riding tests from Prelim to Medium in the team competition and
Advance Medium/PSG Individuals, so it is open to anyone who is competing within these level and attaining
consistent results. Rider groups 8 — 2 may participate. Commitment, participation and support of others are

vital for good team spirit, which is of utmost importance.

Members coming forward for selection are required to have attended a minimum of 3 training days
(2 mounted & 1 un-mounted) in the previous 12 months since
1°* May 2011 until the 30" April 2012

All riders available for selection must have current British Dressage membership

VIEWING DAYS
All riders coming forward for selection must be available to attend one of the viewing days,
where there will be an opportunity to ride in front of the selectors followed by judged test
riding at the level you wish to compete. This is followed by a short de-brief to assess the
riders views on how the test went and a trot up assessment. Each session will be half an hour.
Teams will be selected by a panel appointed by the British Dressage Regional Committee,
and will take into consideration not only the test performance on the day, but also the
individuals approach, and recent competition record.
