What is planned for 2010? There will be 3 Camps again next year (at Willerby Hill Farm, East Yorks) the first is on 6-7 Feb, 2 selection competitions, various extra training days, a Northern BYRDS Ball on 27th Feb,plus loads of competition opportunities! What is planned for 2010? There will be 3 Camps again next year (at Willerby Hill Farm, East Yorks) the first is on 6-7 Feb, the second on 12th and 13th April and the third in October, 2 selection competitions – 21st Feb at Willerby and Championship and Selection at Port Royal on the 8th May. There are also some  extra training/test riding days –dates and venues to be confirmed, a Northern BYRDS Ball and presentation on 27th Feb, plus competition opportunities -the Inter-regional Championship (in 2009 Harry Wakeman won the C Squad Championship and one of our teams was 2nd overall, Emma Gallagher won the A Squad Final at Hartpury CDI and Laura Jarvis was Runner-up. Lianne Howe was also in the 9 finalists! And there are 2 Friendly Internationals in Ireland. There is also the very special opportunity to go to the Pony European Championships at Bishop Burton where we hope to be able watch with some experts. We are hoping that we can get involved too!
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Yes — The Pre C/Fledgling Squad is the starting block, and forms the base
of a pyramid that feeds into the C squad, then the B and A squads. From
those squads you are able to 2pply for National BYRDS and from there
can be selected for the championship squads at Pony, Junior and Young
Rider levels from which the Interational Teams are chosen

S0 for those with real ambition to be 2 top rider, judge or coach, this is
one of the roads to success.

T'm already riding at afiizted competitions at Medium level. Is there any
point in my coming to BYRDS?

Yes - our coaches are all on the Trainers Database. Those who train our
more advanced riders have ridden at Advanced level nationally and some
internationally. Some are judges, and some specialise in training younger
members. All are committed to advancing their own skills and to helping
others do the same.

T'm 24 years old riding at Novice level. Wil T be riding with 10 year olds
riding at Novice level?

No - when we have group lessons we try very hard to "match” people in a
sensible way so that nobody feels excluded or out of place.
