NORTHERN JUDGES
How do I become a judge? You need to become a trainee first before applying for your exam to go onto the Judges Panel. Details can be sent to you from head office by contacting Katrina Smith on katrinasmith@britishdressage.co.uk or Lisa Panto lisapanto@britishdressage.co.uk 
How do I progress from a trainee judge to a listed judge?  To progress from trainee to listed judge, you will need to complete a second CV, signed by two judges or trainers, and a logbook. The judges committee will assess these and if approved, you will be sent an exam paper and asked to arrange a practise judging session with at least 12 horses. If you pass, you can apply for a practical testing day. This testing process costs £25.

There is a fast-track system for trainee judges who compete regularly at Prix St Georges level or above, hold a BHSI certificate or are BD international riders or trainers. If you are eligible, you can apply to be tested to become a list 4 judge.

How do I book onto judge training in my region? Do I need to be a judge/trainee to take part? Judge training is primarily open to judges and trainees. If spaces allow and you are interested in attending a specific day please contact Chrissie. Please ensure you send Chrissie a cover note outlining what you are applying for and your contact details (sometimes just a cheque is received with no note or details!) with separate cheques for each session you book onto. Please book at least 7 days in advance. 
Attending training in another region – is this OK? Yes! Sometimes training in another region is closer to you or more convenient – just apply to the relevant RDO as above.

If judge training is running at a competition day when will I receive times? Please include your email address and telephone number so I can contact you as soon as I have received times from the organiser and the times are approved by the judge trainer.
